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Tips

• A “Memories” pocket will be made to store 4x6 photos that you take and print out during the lessons.  

• It is recommended to memorize the Psalm as you go along, adding just the phrases from the copywork lessons.  

• Songs are suggested each day. You can find all the songs online or purchase them through an online store. 

• The lapbook will be assembled on the last day. A gallon sized ziplock bag works well for storing completed 

projects until the end. 

• The Coloring Book pages can be printed, cut out, and stapled together on the side. It’s suggested that children 

color wherever they want in the coloring book while the adult is reading from Duncan’s Journey. 

• Copywork is suggested daily. Print out the pages for the children to copy onto the copywork tabs.

READ: Psalm 23 and Chapter 1 

LAPBOOK:  

� Print and color the lapbook cover. Cut into 2 rectangles. These will be placed on the cover of lapbook. 

� Print 5 copies of Page 11. Copy day one’s copywork. Save the rest to be stapled together later. (See 

COPYWORK, pages 8-9) 

� Print Heart Sheep Craft on white cardstock. Cut and glue to look like the sample.

cover. Cut out individual words. Glue them to the appropriate column. Fold item.

� Make a sheep snack. Use a large marshmallow for the body, a small marshmallow for the head, and 

pretzels sticks for the legs and neck.  Put it on a leaf of lettuce for the grass. Take a photo for your photo 

album. 

� Print Memories Pocket to store printed 4x6 pictures from the unit. 

Glue them to the sheet, 

cut it out, and accordion fold the item.

� Create a Sheep Mask out of cotton balls and a paper plate. Glue cotton balls around the outside of a 

paper plate.  Cut out holes for eyes.  Draw nose and mouth.  Use string to tie on the mask. Have another 

child dress in a robe, holding a stick. The shepherd must use the stick to gently guide the sheep around 

the house. Or, put masking tape on the carpet.  Have the shepherd guide one sheep down a straight 

line.  Have other children pretend to be the lions or bears that are dangerous if the sheep goes off the 

path. Take a photo to print for your Memory Album.

number. The player who covers their sheep first wins.

Bend down the middle two fingers 

of the hand to create the American Sign Language sign for "I love you" as pictured. Cut out the large 

heart and glue the hand to the heart. Embellish or decorate as you like, with glitter glue or stickers.
